Building Entry –

· Participants of the NWBI Badminton Club will be issued a ID card after enrolling for the group

· ID card must be presented to enter the building
· Membership is only valid (9:30am-12:30pm) during Saturdays and Sundays
Parking –

Participants must park in lots J or K
An Online System –

· Use nwbi.chencubed.com (courtesy of Clement) to register membership. Registration starts as “Guest” until membership is approved, and after process is completed.
· Player (member or guest) is required to use the same online system to sign up by Friday evening in order to play on the weekend. Check open message Clement puts there before coming. Players should feel free to put in messages to communicate among each other.
· Sign up to play is a weekly routine. Previous sign-ups will be cleared on Monday.
Shuttles –

· Player must bring club approved quality feather shuttles, which could be any brand of grades A,A+,A++. Player may choose to buy from the club, Aeroplane Black (A++), Aeroplane Green (A) by putting in purchase request while signing up to play.
About the Club –

· This is a private club. Organizer reserves the right to reject or terminate membership when see fit, but only in extremely unusual circumstances.
· The club encourages friendly atmosphere off the court. Good manner in the court. Compatible games are great, but winning means little without manner and sportsmanship.
· The club would not tolerate behavior other than good citizens. We are serious about sharing the sense of being secure among each other.
· The club is open to different skill levels, but beginners or very low skill players not getting other players to play with may happen. The club would not impose one way or the other.
· There are two permanent courts. We are allowed to add two more courts with masking tapes Saturday morning. The tape stays until the end of Sunday session, which has to be removed.
· Membership is limited to 28 to avoid being overcrowded. Conceivably, not all 28 would play both mornings.
Courts/Facility –

· Two permanent courts
· Two add-on courts to be taped down Saturday, and removed Sunday after the session.
· Ceiling height very high
· Lighting very good
· Floor very good
· Bench on the side
· Great locker room and shower
Club Guideline/Rule –

· Try not to play with the same players over and over.
· Get off the court after a game and give others a chance to get in.
· If it becomes a little crowded (over 20 players), a queuing sheet may be used. We encourage individuals to work it out without queuing sheet if possible.
· There must be 4 players to occupy a court to play.
· I encourage more advanced players to have a sense of responsibility to give a hand to others by mingling with less skillful players sometimes, in a rotational base.
